History: Mr. Tippett was seen today. He was given a flu shot. The lab failed to send me his lab results that were done in July and we had to call the lab to get them. The lab results were reviewed. His cholesterol was still high, but improved on Livalo and Lovaza. I had sent him to cardiologist, Dr. Wigley and he started him on ezetimibe or Zetia 10 mg one a day. The patient wanted to get this medicine through Express Scripts today and Zetia 10 mg is a good choice as he is still having high cholesterol and high triglycerides. The patient states he has severe sinus problem today and severe allergies, difficult for him to function. He works outdoor working at frontier. He is going to be seen in the office in about four to six weeks. He states the cardiologist did a stress test, but has not called him. When we tried to call the cardiologist’s office, they sent copies of referrals, but without the stress test report and we have requested; the staff told that it was not ready yet. I encouraged the patient to call the cardiologist’s office too and we will also be persistent with them. Because in view of his high cholesterol, if his stress test is positive, he may need a heart catheterization. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
