CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation.

Recent findings of degenerative disease of the hip with recommendations for hip surgery.

History of chronic low back pain with symptoms of lumbar radiculopathy – further evaluation pending.

Recent medical evaluation with findings suggesting Parkinsonism.

Dear Linda Trimble & Dr. Jones:

Pamela James returned today for neurological followup after her initial examination on August 3, 2022.

Unfortunately, her dictated transcription was not returned due to some administrative error at the transcription company.

Her clinical examination demonstrates slight bradyphrenia, mild bradykinesia, and inducible neuromuscular resistance on clinical testing suggesting Parkinsonism.

She has no tremor.

She arises relatively easily from a chair but has to push off.

Her gait is slow and we have completed a placard application for her driving privileges.

High resolution 3D neuro-quantum brain imaging was completed on September 8, 2022, at Open Systems Imaging showing evidence for confluent periventricular white matter hyperintensities more prominent posteriorly with multiple ischemic changes in the corona radiata and several subcortical white matter foci without encephalomalacia some minimal signal changes were identified in the left midline of the pons.
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Basal ganglia mineralization was identified. Calcification was identified along the cerebral falx.

The basal ganglia and thalami were unremarkable.

The quantitative neuro processing demonstrated no significant hippocampal atrophy. Overall, there was decreased volume to the right frontal lobe cortex. Minor maxillary and ethmoid sinus mucosal thickening was identified.

In consideration of her clinical history and findings followup evaluation with imaging of the cervical, thoracic and lumbar spine is pending.

I am seeing her for reevaluation and followup with consideration treatment for Parkinsonism with the results of her completed imaging.

Further evaluation of the lumbar spine and symptoms of lumbar radiculopathy will of course be completed for recommendations and treatment.

I will send a followup report when she returns.
