CHIEF COMPLAINT: Swollen scrotum.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 28-year-old gentleman, recently had vasectomy a week ago, went back to work on Monday, now with severe pain in his scrotum and severe swelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Vasectomy only.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. Occasional ETOH.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 276 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Respirations 16. Pulse 96. Blood pressure 127/69.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

There is a very large painful swelling noted in the scrotum.
The ultrasound of the scrotum shows copious amount of fluid within the scrotum, cannot rule out bleeding.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Status post vasectomy.

2. Complicated with scrotal hematoma.

3. The patient to go to the emergency room at this time.

4. Call the urologist.

5. Toradol 60 mg IM.

6. Explained to the patient that not taking care of this can sometimes cut the blood supply to the testicles and cause the death of the testicles. So, he will go to the emergency room ASAP now.
