Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Jackson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She states that she operated a transportation service driving a motor vehicle until approximately 12 years ago when she had significant back pain. She states that she had to stop working because of the back pain. However, she feels that she cannot return to work at this time because of the loss of vision. She states that she had cataract surgery and lasers and injections to both eyes at the Henry Ford Hospital. She uses Cosopt drops in both eyes twice a day. She has a history of diabetes and hypertension.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and 20/25 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –1.50 x 090 on the right and –0.50 –1.25 x 098 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/400 on the right and 20/30 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and sluggish. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 12 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a posterior chamber lens implant on both sides. On the right side, there is mild posterior capsular opacification. On the left side, the posterior capsule is open. There is no rubeosis. The fundus examination shows a tractional detachment on the right side. Both sides have significant scarring throughout the periphery. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 40 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 50 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Proliferative diabetic retinopathy.

2. Pseudophakia.
Ms. Jackson has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment.
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With the use of the left eye, she can read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. In the bilateral condition, she should be able to avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is guarded.
