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Carrie Buckley continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Continuous glucose monitoring.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Hypothyroidism.

6. Morbid obesity.

On this visit, there are no major complaints. Her blood sugar control appears to be satisfactory with the recent hemoglobin A1c of 6.9%.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, lisinopril 2.5 mg daily, atorvastatin 20 mg daily, Levoxyl 0.1 mg daily, and ursodiol 900 mg twice daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/82, weight 285 pounds, and BMI is 42. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with reasonably good control, insulin pump therapy, hypothyroidism, and morbid obesity.

Her diet and exercise programs were again evaluated.

The Dexcom glucometer was downloaded and reviewed in detail and minor adjustments made to the basal and bolus programs.

She will continue to follow in the office in due course and further adjustments to the insulin program may be required.
