HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.

NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.
HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.

NEURO: A&O x4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.

2. GERD.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II.

The patient will be getting labs today so we can check her A1c and then the only medications that she actually does need refill today are her lisinopril and her pantoprazole, so we will give her those medications and we will call her with those lab results.
