CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning urination, left testicular pain, epigastric pain, and rash of both feet.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed burning urination for past three to four days. There is no blood in the urine. The patient has no fever or chills.
The patient complained of left testicular pain and it is worse upon exertion and the patient denies driving long hours.

The patient also has epigastric pain, which is relieved with antacid and there is no nausea or vomiting.

The patient has noticed rashes on the ankles around the medial aspect. There were no open wounds; however, the patient stated that he has been working in the backyard.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable. No surgical history.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has no children and he works as an accountant. The patient started jogging and walking.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals minimal epigastric tenderness otherwise unremarkable.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Skin examination reveals rashes on the medial aspect of the ankle joint without any open wounds.
Genital examination reveals no hernia and left testicular is slightly sensitive without any swelling and there is no suprapubic tenderness.
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
