CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for return to job physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has extensive rashes and was seen by dermatologist as well as allergy specialist and the patient is on medications and now she is feeling better. The patient had a biopsy done of the skin lesion and the results are reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail it showed vasculitis or urticaria. Since the patient is responding to the treatment we will continue medication prescribed by allergist.
The patient also had chronic rhinitis and it is under control now and the patient has recently undergone nasal surgery and breathing better now.

The patient has a history of seizure disorder and she is going to be seen by neurologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, fatigue, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or severe skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for nasal septal surgery and feeling much better now.
The patient has a history of seizure disorder and she is on Keppra 150 mg one tablet once a day and stated that she has reduced the medication for past one year.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her family and currently she is not working due to medical condition. Now, the patient is able to do daily chores without any problem.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination is unremarkable.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
