This young gentleman recently hospitalized with alcoholic liver disease, hepatitis C, which he states has been treated and ascites. I was asked to evaluate the patient need for possible hospice.

He did ascites and low albumin as well as edema in the hospital, which is now improved.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hepatitis C and liver failure.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had some kind of coronary stent placement in 2009.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink.

FAMILY HISTORY: Alzheimer’s both in mother and father.

MEDICATIONS: Xanax and some depression medication.

ALLERGIES: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: Mr. Jones to be in severe and poor dentition. He is thin. Vital Signs: He refused to have vitals taken. Heart: Positive S1 and positive S2. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Soft. I see no evidence of ascites on exam. Neurological: Nonfocal. Skin: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT:  The patient is a 67-year-old gentleman who appears older than stated age. The patient does have history of hepatitis C. We will get records and does have history of liver failure and we will get records. The patient is currently ambulatory. He is homebound. Nevertheless he does not appear to be endstage as far as liver disease or hepatitis C is concerned. He is in need of pain medication because of his most likely neuropathy related hep C, but that could be arranged or taken care by pain management specialist. The patient is still able to go the doctor’s office. We will get records and looking to possible hospice at this time. The patient appears to have more than six months to live.
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
