Mr. Vaughan was seen initially on September 13th at that time labs were drawn and his lab did come back abnormal. His WBC count was 5.8, hemoglobin was 12.3, hematocrit was 36, which were low, RDW was 18.3 that is high, but his peripheral smear also showed two myelocytes and two metamyelocyte and one nucleated red cell. Earlier when done in August, his CBC showed WBC of 6.4 and his peripheral smear did show one myelocyte, two nucleated red cells, and then on 09/02 his hemoglobin was low at 12.9. His RDW was 60.5 and then his peripheral smear did show 7.3 immature granulocyte.

His iron studies are normal, saturation is 31%, ferritin is normal, reticulocyte count is normal, PT/INR is normal, and LFTs are also normal.

Today, physical exam is essentially unchanged.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild anemia.

2. Premature cells in the peripheral smear and abnormal RDW.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point not clear why he has premature cells in the peripheral smear on three different occasion but something must be going on in the bone marrow sometime it could be a reaction to viral illnesses in those case it automatically improve so I would allow two to three months and then repeat CBC.
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At that point, if he continues to have premature cells and nucleated red cells in the peripheral smear then at that point a bone marrow aspiration biopsy might be indicated to find out what is going on as far as his bone marrow is concerned.
