FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit no changes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, moist mucous membranes, interactive.

VITAL SIGNS:
O2 sat 97%.

Pulse 117.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.4.

HEENT: Throat: Mildly injected tonsils, pharynx and uvula. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

EXTREMITIES: He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. He has full range of motion of upper and lower extremities.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Strep pharyngitis.
2. Asthma.
3. Sore throat.
4. Followup from emergency room.
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PLAN: Today, the patient received Rocephin 500 mg IM, he was observed in the clinic for additional 20 minutes or so. Mother reports no side effects from the medication and states the child is doing well and is ready to go.

Mother was advised to come back tomorrow for one more injection.
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
