I had discontinued it, but the patient was insistent that that is the only thing that helps her in her bladder infections and I had just restarted it. I had even sent her to gynecologist. The patient saw Dr. Daniel Dawson now. Dr. Ravanbakhsh feels she has a bladder prolapse and needs to see gynecologist. She has sent the referral already to the Women’s Center. The patient is supposed to see Dr. Cynthia Jansky for this. Dr. Ravanbakhsh does not want to see her for next four months. The patient is going to see Dr. Jansky and then I am going to see her in the office after she sees Dr. Jansky and the evaluation. The patient did not want to make a followup appointment right now. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I have advised her to continue Azo. I discussed the results and results of UA showed just 1+ bacteria and few white cells and red cells and controlled some normal urogenital flora on the culture.
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
