History: Ms. Dixon was seen today. Ms. Dixon had developed swelling of the left jaw and left side of the face. The patient has had cellulitis of the left breast as well as the right breast for a longtime and we were not sure whether this was the effect of lisinopril causing angioneurotic edema or whether she was developing infection. The patient was sent for some labs that included normal potassium, normal electrolytes, and normal kidney function, but her lisinopril was stopped and the patient was originally on amlodipine, but lisinopril was started because the patient started having some problem with leg edema and wanted a newer medicine. Now, she is off lisinopril completely. She has still plenty of amlodipine, so I advised her to take 2.5 mg amlodipine in the morning and 2.5 mg in the evening. We will see what other medicine to give her if this does not control the blood pressure. The patient otherwise has completely resolved over her edema of her left jaw and left side of face. Overall, she is feeling better. I personally think this was angioneurotic edema secondary to lisinopril and she should never take lisinopril or related drugs again.
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
