HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 15-year-old female presents to the clinic accompanied by mother. Mother states she has had bilateral eye discharge for one week. She did wake up yesterday and she did have some swelling to the right eye on her lower lid, states that her brother did have pinkeye and possibly gave it to her.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Denies.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Denies.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs,, ETOH or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/66. Heart rate 63. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. O2 sat 99%. She weighs 108 pounds.

HEENT: She does have erythema to the right conjunctiva, but the left conjunctiva is completely white and then it looks like she does have sty on her lower right lid. She states that it does cause her pain whenever she blinks. Purulent drainage and matting is currently not noted. She states that she did clean her eyes prior to arrival.

NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right bacterial conjunctivitis.

2. Blepharitis.

The patient was instructed to use Johnson & Johnson tear-free baby shampoo to clean her eyes three to four times a day and then I will prescribe a prescription of antibiotic eye drops to put in her affected eye every three hours while awake for 10 days. If there is any worsening of symptoms, mother will bring her back to the clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. Mother does agree with this plan of care. She was given the opportunity to ask any questions and she has none at this time.
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
