Dear Dr. Bennett:

This is a followup for Mr. Smith with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Hard of hearing.  No hospital admission.  Chronic back pain and hip pain, but no antiinflammatory agents.  MRI to be followed with a PET scan, question abnormalities Dr. Obeid, incidental cyst on the right kidney, some issues of memory and anxiety.  Presently no vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the metoprolol, Norvasc, for blood pressure treatment he is off the terazosin.  He is on diabetes, triglycerides, and cholesterol management.  For anxiety started on lorazepam.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 146/80 right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  No gross edema.  No focal deficits.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Chemistries last one is from June, creatinine 1.4 which is baseline for a GFR of 49 stage III.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.7.  Recent kidney ultrasound June 2022, normal size 13.3 right and 13 on the left, multiple cysts on the right-sided.  No cyst on the left.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime, no progression and no symptoms.
2. Hypertension fairly well controlled.
3. Anemia without external bleeding.  No indication for EPO, hemoglobin above 10.
4. Abnormal findings.  MRI of the lung to have a PET scan.
5. Anxiety disorder concerned about the long-term use of Ativan.
6. Recent hemorrhoidal bleeding, requiring surgery, ligation of varicose veins.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
