Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mr. Seeley with renal transplant in 2015.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Last visit in April.  No emergency room.  He is feeling well, taking transplant medications.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  Good urine output.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  Some tremor at rest, but wife states that is very stable.  It is not affecting his ability to take care of himself or feeding himself.  No falling episode.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Bicarbonate replacement, transplant medicines include Tacro and CellCept, blood pressure Coreg, Norvasc, Lasix, on ARB telmisartan.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 110/60.  Decreased hearing but normal speech.  I think the expression of his face is normal, he smiled, he laughed.  No localized rales or wheezes.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No kidney transplant tenderness, masses, or ascites.  Stable peripheral edema, stable tremors at rest bilateral hands, very discrete.

Laboratory Data:  Most recent chemistries are from August, sodium and potassium normal, metabolic acidosis close to 20, creatinine 1.2, which is baseline for a GFR of 56 stage III.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Deceased donor renal transplant 2015.
2. CKD stage III stable overtime, no progression.
3. Hypertension low side but not symptomatic.  Continue same medications.
4. Diabetic nephropathy.
5. High risk transplant medication.
6. Tertiary hyperparathyroidism on Sensipar.
7. Metabolic acidosis on treatment, bicarbonate, denies diarrhea.
8. CHF stable, preserved ejection fraction.
9. Coronary artery disease, not clinically active.
10. Diabetes, continue treatment.  All issues stable.  Come back in six months.
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All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
