CHIEF COMPLAINT: This was a televisit for the patient and she complained of pain in the left leg.

The patient denied any leg swelling or calf swelling. The patient had venous Doppler study done on emergency basis and did not show any deep venous thrombosis. The patient stated that before started she walked long distance and often she gets leg pains upon exertion and get relief.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes mellitus and her blood sugar reading are between 110 to 130 mg/dL in a fasting state.
