PATIENT NAME: Silvas, Wanda

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/19/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a back pain and we had ordered CT scan of the abdomen for stone protocol. CT scan of the abdomen done at Golder X-ray on September 12, 2022 showed 1.1 cm left adrenal nodule for indeterminate significance and CT scan of the abdomen with contrast was recommended but they could not do it because of the decreased GFR and renal insufficiency.

PLAN: We advised patient to do repeat CT scan of the abdomen without contrast in six months for followup and she cannot have contrast. The patient complains of pain in the leg when she walks and we advised her to follow up with Dr. Kim for peripheral arterial disease. Both dorsalis pedis pulses are weak. The patient has a backache and x-ray of the lumbar spine was also ordered. The patient does not want CT scan of the lumbar spine for MRI of lumbar spine. She will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
