PATIENT NAME: Arrington, Kenneth

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/20/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient went two times to the emergency room one time to MCH and one time to Signature Care for shortness of breath. He had a CT scan of the chest as per PE protocol and it was negative it also showed coronary atherosclerosis. The patient complains of runny nose. The patient was seen by Dr. Tejas Patel and he discontinued amlodipine as patient had a swelling of legs and instead of amlodipine he was given hydralazine, but his blood pressure is not under control. His blood pressure stays about 160 at home.

PLAN: The patient advised to restart amlodipine 5 mg daily. Levocetirizine 5 mg daily is ordered for runny nose and he will continue Flonase nose spray also. The patient had a proBNP done at Medical Center Hospital and it was normal or negative in September 2022. The patient advised to go to Dr. Tejas Patel’s office and schedule appointment with Dr. Tejas Patel, Cardiolite Lexiscan stress test and echocardiogram. He will be seen again in one month.
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
