PATIENT NAME: Nino, Caleb

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/20/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was recently admitted at Medical Center Hospital from September 10, 2022 to September 13, 2022. Discharge diagnosis was history of syncope from vasovagal syncope and dehydration from prolonged sun exposure, mechanical fall, rhabdomyolysis, and acute kidney injury. The patient had gone out and fell down and he could not get up and he stayed in the sunlight for several hours and he developed sunburns. The patient was seen by wound care team also. He had sunburns in both legs and gluteal area. The patient is being followed by wound care team. The patient’s nurse had called me few days ago and we had ordered Levaquin and Silvadene cream for the burn area. The patient’s wounds are being dressed by home health nurses and also by family and wounds are healing.

PLAN: The patient is doing well. He is drowsy and we advised them to decrease Tylenol with Codeine No. 3 to one tablet at bedtime. The patient had blistering from sunburn in the left flank on both lower legs and the wounds are dressed. Home health nurses and family will continue dressing changes if he does not improve. We will refer him to wound care team. The patient will continue to use Tylenol with Codeine one at bedtime. He will continue to use Silvadene cream. He will finish Levaquin.
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
