This is a progress report on Kaushik Trivedi.

Kaushik is a 68-year-old Asian male who comes today with pain in both groin area more was standing sometime he cannot sit with the leg folded. He says he is very uncomfortable even in scrotal area.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inch tall, weighing 186 pounds, and blood pressure 142/70.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat. Carotid palpable.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bilateral inguinal area showed some fullness, impulse on coughing, and tenderness. Scrotum appears unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Abdominal pain most likely bilateral inguinal hernia.

2. Scrotal pain cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go ahead and get CT of lower abdominal and pelvis to evaluate this pain and if it is documented hernia then refer him to surgeon.
