CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 85-year-old who had CMP, CBC and screening TSH drawn and labs are reviewed today. Per CMP, hyponatremia; sodium of 134 and hyperkalemia at 5.3. The patient is not on KCl or diuretic. He is on losartan 50 mg q.d. for BP control. Screening TSH is 0.64, no intervention required. CBC, mild anemia with an H&H of 12.9 and 39.6, indices are WNL. There are no comparison labs. The patient is stable. He comes out for all meals, will occasionally sit in an activity. He tends to be quiet, but he walks around the facility for exercises while using his walker. He is slow, but steady and has had no falls. He is able to ask questions if need be and understands simplified explanation of things.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Anemia stable. No intervention required given normal indices.

2. Electrolyte abnormalities. The patient is on losartan potassium sparing, so we will discontinue medication and monitor the K and Na as well as BP. Toprol ER 50 mg ordered and daily BP checks to start.
