CC: End-of-life care.
HPI: A 91-year-old who had a significant decline last week, hospice became involved. He was started on oxygen due to work of respirations though he was able to maintain an O2 sat initially in the low 90s he did fatigue. The patient’s son/POA Cole Potter came to the facility. The patient’s wife was already here and they are fully aware that things are taken day by day at this point. The patient is followed by Tradition’s Hospice as well. Facility staff has been able to get him out and into the dining room, he does have to be fed, but he has had good p.o. intake of both food and liquid. The patient sustained a skin tear today, dorsum of right hand and wrist how it occurred is unclear, but it was cleaned and dressed with gauze, which is observed today and explained to the patient. I asked if he had any pain and he replied no ma’am, was direct eye contact. He sleeps through the night and is able to give yes, no answers to basic questions and recognizes family.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, atrial fibrillation, CHF, and loss of ambulation.
MEDICATIONS: Roxanol 0.25 mL q.2h. p.r.n., lorazepam 2 mg/mL 0.5 mL q.2h. p.r.n., atropine drops q.4h. p.r.n. and O2 two to three liters p.r.n. I was present when his O2 sat was being checked this afternoon and it was 98% RA.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly male lying quietly in bed, he did have his eyes open and allowed exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/86, pulse 87, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and O2 saturation is 98%.
CARDIOVASCULAR: He had a regular rate and rhythm today without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft bowel sounds, hypoactive. No distention or tenderness.

SKIN: Fragile. There is gauze covering the dorsum and wrist right upper extremity and he had smaller skin tear on the left. He has few scattered bruises.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: End-of-life care. The patient is comfortable. Physically there is no evidence of agitation. He has a lot of family support and staff were working with him to feed him and get him to drink and checking on him routinely, hospices also had a presence making sure that he is taken care of.
CPT 99338 and direct POA contact with explanation of what was going 15 minutes.
