CC: Followup on two held medications.

HPI: A 97-year-old observed in the day room after dinner. She was looking about. She had her hair in rollers, was going to follow up in the beauty parlor. She was in good spirits. On 09/07, medication adjustments were made and two are holding of both Tylenol and gabapentin as the patient has alternate p.r.n. pain med. The two medications have been held a week, the patient has evidenced no pain when I asked her directly if she hurt anywhere, she states no. So, we will discontinue these two previously scheduled medications. Overall, she is stable and at baseline.

DIAGNOSES: Peripheral neuropathy, dementia, LEE, COPD, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/07 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Older female sitting quietly in dayroom, appears comfortable.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/50, pulse 60, temperature 96.9, respirations 14, and O2 saturation 99% and weight 134.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No discomfort to palpation of muscle groups or joints and observed her propelling her manual wheelchair.

NEURO: Orientation x1, we will speak on occasion few words at a time, which are clear and sometimes in context.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management adequate with p.r.n. medications have discontinued Tylenol and gabapentin.
