HPI: An 82-year-old with unspecified dementia, moderate advancement. She remains verbal though content is random, unable to give information or answer questions and she is ambulatory. The patient walks about the facility, interacts with other residents, talking randomly. Staff report that she seems bored versus agitated. She has been cooperative to medications, comes to meals and sleeps through the night. I had spoken with son/POA Ronnie Cosby regarding when it would be okay to visit. He had stayed away since her admit given concerns that she would become agitated and want to leave with him the last time that he spent with her she was very agitated and that was bringing her for admission. I contacted him and I told him as above and that it looks like it will be okay for him to come visit her, nothing was said to patient directly. We will see how she reacts when he does come. I answered questions about how she was doing otherwise.
