


PROGRESS NOTE

HPI: An 80-year-old primarily non-English speaking gentleman was seen by Ashley Henson in clinic on 09/13/22. The patient and his wife live with his daughter Marissa and her husband and recently his behavioral issues have escalated to the point that she is seeking placement in outside facility. At initial visit on 09/13/22 the patient was prescribed the following Aricept, lorazepam 1 mg q.h.s., Exelon 1.5 mg, and ABH gel 125/1 mg/0.5 mL, with 1 mL t.i.d. p.r.n. Daughter reports that essentially none of the medications were of benefit with the exception of ABH gel which worked but for only 40 to 45 minutes. She states that the other medications escalated his behavioral issues. Daughter reports that the patient will urinate on things other than toilet. He will yell and scream. He is also up all night, tries to pull his wife around the house with him while she tries to get him to lie down to no avail. The patient is also physically aggressive. He will hit when people redirecting him or his level of agitation escalates. The patient could be heard in the background yelling and crawling a loud while her husband was trying to redirect him. He had earlier been given 0.5 mL of ABH gel per wrist and his behavior did not seem to be managed.

I spoke at length with the patient’s daughter regarding what PACE provides. I told her that nurses can come into the home and evaluate the patient’s which they will do once he started on his behavioral medications and they will contact me and we will adjust as needed.
New behavioral medications are ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL, 1 mL q.4h. routine, Depakote 250 mg 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. and trazodone 100 mg h.s. We will hopefully get the medications out stat so they can be started this evening, tomorrow at the latest and then a PACE nurse will go in to the home to check on the patient by 09/23/22. Daughter reported understanding direction and will hopefully be patient to await and assess medication benefit.
