HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 59-year-old female patient here today and she verbalizes developing a red rash around her incision site. On 09/12/22, approximately 10 days ago, she had gallbladder surgery and there were four small incisions that were part of the surgery. The patient did notice they started to turn minimally erythematous; however, they have become more erythematous over the last two days. She is here for evaluation today. She has another followup appointment with her surgeon on the 25th of this month.

Does not really verbalize any pain around that area. She states it has been itching. She also had some abdominal discomfort, which has now passed.

No other issues brought forth today. No problems with digesting food. She has noticed she is beginning to lose weight. She actually states she is beginning to feel a bit better.

ALLERGIES: SULFA DRUGS.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril with hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg and pantoprazole 40 mg.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroid, hypertension, and gastroesophageal reflux.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, tonsillectomy and also has had surgery to her back, stomach and knees and also a breast augmentation.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/73. Pulse 92. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 182 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Four small incision sites are observed. There is approximately 1 inch diameter erythema mild around each particular incision site.
The incisions are not painful when I very minimally palpate around the incision site.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cellulitis postsurgical sites. The patient will receive Keflex 500 mg three times daily x10 days and follow up with her surgeon.

Plan of care has been reviewed with this patient. I have answered all her questions today. She will pick up the Keflex and keep me posted as to any other issues. If she is developing any side effect or if she is not improving, I advised her to see her surgeon, but she is welcome to come back for a second opinion here.
