HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 20-year-old gentleman comes in today for followup of rectal pain from yesterday. There is an area around 9 o'clock perirectal area which is painful, but it is not around the rectum. It is far below the rectum between the rectum and the beginning of scrotal sac.
He has no fever, chills, nausea, or vomiting. His workup was negative yesterday. His white blood cell count is normal at 6.2. TSH and everything else is within normal limits. There is no sign of diabetes. His sugar was 79. His HIV is pending. His hemoglobin A1c was 4.6. He received Rocephin and Augmentin yesterday. His pain appears to be better, or at least definitely not worse. He is using sitz bath at home.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No change.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No change from yesterday.
MEDICATIONS: Augmentin.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: No immunization for COVID.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 151 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 16. Pulse 63. Blood pressure 106/65.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

GU: Rectal exam is completely negative. The 9 o’clock hardness right below the rectum appears the same. There is no drainage. There is no skin redness. There is no inflammation.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Most likely carbuncle.

2. Blood work within normal limits.

3. With white count being normal, we will give three days of Augmentin. 

4. If not improved, we will get a CT of the abdomen and pelvis.

5. Then we will refer to Dr. Walker.

6. We will also have Dr. Walker evaluate now for anything he can possibly drain even though there does not appear to be anything to be drained at this time.

7. Await HIV testing.
