I was asked to see Ms. Weber because of a wound of the right medial malleolar area. It appears there is nonhealing ulcer that has appearance of a tumor and it was 2 cm x 2 cm in diameter and raised. She denies any associated pain with this. She denies other new symptoms and feeling well overall. 

REVIEWOF SYSTEMS: Negative for any chest pain, dyspnea, nausea, abdominal pain or other specific symptoms. She is not having fevers or having chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.9, blood pressure 118/64, pulse 66, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. On the right medial malleolar area, there is a rash that is raised by at least a millimeter in elevation and irregular at 2 cm x 2 cm. The pedal pulses are palpable and there is slight edema. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Weber has lesion on the right ankle that could be neoplastic. I recommended a dermatology referral for biopsy.

2. She has hypothyroidism and I will continue levothyroxine 25 mg daily.

3. She has dementia and I will continue memantine 10 mg daily.

4. Overall, I will continue the current management.
