I was asked to review Mr. Crary because of the coccygeal wound. He actually has a wound that is stage II 3 cm x 3 cm in the lower coccygeal area, but there is also one slightly higher up that is not as large 1.5 x 1.5 cm. They are using a dry dressing. He denies pain. He is very confused and cannot answer question reliably, but there is no evidence of dyspnea, pain, or other new problems.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/66, temperature 97.2, pulse 66, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. 

The coccygeal wound was 3 x 3 cm stage II and it was open. I recommend a non-stick dressing and I will get a wound care to follow. He may benefit from DuoDerm or other protective agent while it heals. I will get their opinion.
