Ms. Seder was seen on 09/19/22 regarding worsening pain of postherpetic neuralgia.

HISTORY: She was off the gabapentin for two weeks and called me to see her again stating that she still gets pain. She still feels liquid in her eye, but does not see any. There is no rash. The pain is on left side of the face. She feels a bit weak sometimes. She does have allergic rhinitis and is on Claritin and that seems to be helping her and she is due for renewal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/60. Lungs: Clear. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No murmur. Cranials are grossly intact. There is noted there is slight head tilt to the right.

Assessment/plan: She has pain with postherpetic neuralgia and this time I will order gabapentin 200 mg nightly. I will renew the Claritin 10 mg daily. I will hold off on getting a lipid panel until a month or two more after stopping her atorvastatin. She otherwise is stable. I will continue the current plan.
