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PATIENT NAME: Denis Desserre

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is presenting to see me as his doctor.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Is as follows:

1. Hyperlipidemia.

2. Celiac disease and IBS with alternating constipation diarrhea.

3. Coronary artery disease status post MI and stent in 2003 had two cardiac arrest at that time and he was revived.
4. BPH.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes green light laser prostate surgery in 2013 and CABG in 2015.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, but he is intolerant to multiple antibiotics except DOXYCYCLINE.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had cerebral hemorrhage. Mother died from an accident. One brother has asthma and BPH.

VACCINATION STATUS: He received two vaccinations for COVID-19 last year.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals no headaches. He does have polyneuropathy from celiac disease control with Tylenol. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No nausea or vomiting. He does have intermittent diarrhea and constipation periodically from his IBS. No urinary symptoms reported. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative. He weighs 155 pounds.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

1. Hyperlipidemia. Continue rosuvastatin.

2. Celiac disease and IBS apparently stable.
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3. Coronary artery disease intolerant to beta-blockers. He is taking aspirin and rosuvastatin to continue.

4. BPH control after surgery.

The patient is wanting to have prophylaxis against COVID-19. The patient will be placed on quercetin 500 mg daily, vitamin C 1000 mg daily, zinc 25 mg daily, and vitamin D3 5000 units daily. He will be given a prescription for ivermectin to have handy and on hand in case he gets COVID. He was advised that both ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine are not FDA approved to treat COVID-19 and they are being used here as off label. He is agrees and wants to proceed with treatment.

We will do a lab check on this patient and see him back in two weeks to discuss the results.
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
