Thank you for this referral.

This is a 54-year-old male who smokes one pack per day. He has been smoking for about 36 years and alcohol heavily in the past none now. The patient has multiple allergies including cyclobenzaprine, methocarbamol, Geodon, etc. He sent here because of low platelet and low blood counts.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is not very good historian. He does not have any family member. He is brought here by an employee of Pilot Point Care Center some of the history is obtained from the chart some from the patient. The patient says he is here because of low platelet and he thinks he may need some platelets transfusion.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has hepatitis for at least last five years. He has diabetes. He also has schizophrenia and essential hypertension. The patient has blindness for last six to seven years. He also has impaired hearing and mood disorder. He is on multiple medications, which includes cetirizine 10 mg, dorzolamide drops, gabapentin, Januvia, lactulose, Lexapro, lisinopril, metformin, olanzapine, omeprazole, and rifamycin.

His lab values, he has placed latest CBC is from August 26, WBC is 3.5, hemoglobin 10, hematocrit 28.7, and platelet count 30,000. His CMP showed elevated bilirubin it was 2.5. His total protein was low at 5.6 and albumin 2.7
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 54-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 206 pounds, BMI 35, and blood pressure 111/62.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: He keeps it closed. He is legally blind.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Thrombocytopenia and anemia as well as neutropenia.

2. Possible hypersplenism because of hepatitis C and possible cirrhosis of liver.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. Hypertension.

5. Schizophrenia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, low platelet count is around 40 to 50,000, which does not require any transfusion. Hemoglobin is also moderate although low it is at 10. The patient does not need the blood transfusion at this point. WBC count is low but seems to be adequate to fight infection. So at this point, no intervention as far as CBC is concerned is needed. Nevertheless, he will require periodic followup. I drew the CBC and CMP today and then once available we could get a copy of the results to you. Once we get the results we will set up followup appointment.
