10. Hypertension.

11. Severe dizziness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 42-year-old gentleman, a machinist, currently taking Suboxone for the past two years because of opioid dependency. The patient has not been on IV drugs and has no history of hepatitis C.
The patient’s urine tox screen and PDMP have been always negative and appropriate.

The patient developed above-mentioned symptoms since two days ago. His son had similar symptoms over the weekend, but he never got tested.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Opioid dependency.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Suboxone.

ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization none.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No drug use. Positive smoking. He does smoke one pack a day. No alcohol use. He is divorced. He has three kids at home.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative for heart disease, lung disease, cancer or any other issues this date.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 137 pounds. Temperature 101.2. O2 sat 97%. Pulse 111. Respirations 18. .Blood pressure 107/57.
HEENT: Oral mucosa is without any lesion. TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is very red and inflamed.

NECK: Shows anterior chain lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Tachycardic.
LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft, but tenderness noted over the epigastric area.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show tenderness over the foot and calf on the left side and also what looks like varicose veins on the left side.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Positive for strep.

2. Tachycardia.

3. Vertigo.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Dexamethasone 8 mg now.

6. Amoxil 875 mg b.i.d.

7. Medrol Dosepak.

8. Leg ultrasound, which was done for pain and swelling, shows varicose veins on the left side.

9. He does not know his mother or aunts, so they might have family history of varicose veins.

10. Opioid dependency.

11. Continue with Suboxone.

12. COVID and flu are negative.

13. Abdominal pain related to strep. No gallstones or other issues noted.

14. Very mild fatty liver noted.

15. Copious lymphadenopathy noted in the neck.

16. Thyroid looks good.

17. Carotid, which was done because of dizziness, looks great.

18. Echocardiogram shows tachycardia with no vegetation and/or valvular abnormality.

19. Signs and symptoms of peritonsillar abscess discussed with the patient.

20. If he sees any of that or if he has any problems, he will let me know.
21. Go and get the son checked because of complications with rheumatic heart disease in the future. I have explained that to him at length.
22. The patient tolerated the injections well before discharge.
