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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Pearson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She was last seen in this office in March 2017 for a disability examination. At that time, it was noted that she had uveitic glaucoma and had lost vision in both eyes compared to her previous examination in 2011. She states that she has had surgery on the right side for cataracts and glaucoma and that she uses eye drops for the glaucoma. She states that she uses timolol, brimonidine, and dorzolamide in both eyes as well as prednisolone and atropine drops. She states that she has lupus and has not been able to work for over 10 years. She has a history of working as a teacher, but stopped in 2010 because of a loss of vision. She states that she has had difficulties with access to eye care over the past two years.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/70 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –0.50 x 170 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures 20/100 on the right and no light perception on the left at 12 inches. The pupils are poorly reactive. There is a suggestion of an afferent defect on the left side as measured in reverse. Applanation pressures are 32 on the right and 70 on the left. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The slit lamp examination shows a clear posterior chamber lens implant in good position on the right side with an open posterior capsule. There is a tube shunt in good position superiorly. The cornea is clear and the anterior chamber is deep and quiet. On the left side, the cornea is cloudy. There is a dense pupillary membrane that occludes the pupil and prevents a view to the posterior segment. There is no bombe. The fundus examination on the right side shows a cup to disc ratio of 0.8. The vessels are attenuated. There is no view to the fundus on the left side because of the anterior segment membrane.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 37 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left. Of note, there is significant nasal loss on the right side consistent with the level of glaucoma.

Assessment:
1. Uveitic glaucoma.

2. Cataract.
Ms. Pearson has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read small print, distinguish between small objects, nor use a computer.
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The prognosis is poor. She shows obvious deterioration since her last two examinations here in this office over the past 11 years.
