I had the pleasure of seeing Charlene Davis in psychiatric consultation on 09/19/2022. As you know, she is a 68-year-old married woman who has been retired for the past three years who has been treated for symptoms of anxiety. She reports that on sertraline 25 mg daily her symptoms are much better controlled. However, she continues to struggle with low energy. It is unclear if this is secondary to side effect of lorazepam or a depressive symptom that could be addressed with another increase in sertraline. We proceeded to plan on tapering her off lorazepam and she is to take half of a 0.5 mg tablet alternating with a quarter tablet for two weeks and then decrease to a quarter of a tablet daily. I agree with the diagnoses of panic disorder and major depressive disorder in partial remission and look forward to coordinating her care with you.
