CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sharp left-sided chest pain, acid reflux, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed sharp chest pain on the left side a week ago and it was on and off and the sharp pain last for few seconds.
The patient also complained of heartburn and there was change in her diet. The patient does not have any nausea or vomiting and there was no change in the stool color or bowel habits.

The patient came today as a followup for hypertension. Lately, her blood pressure has been stable at home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, shortness of breath, exposure to any infections or allergies, recent travel, cough, chills, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on enalapril 10 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet and the patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 2000 units twice a day.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and there is a minimal epigastric tenderness. Bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficit.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant tenderness of the chest wall and rest of the joints are unremarkable.
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
