CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left rib pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left rib pain started three days ago when she was carrying grocery bags and the pain level was 5/10 and pain was relieved after resting. The patient described no palpitation or shortness of breath.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, cough, fever, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

Chest wall examination reveals tenderness of the left lower ribs and there is no deformity and there are no skin changes.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema, swelling, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate.
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
