PATIENT NAME: More, Linda

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/22/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has a right lower quadrant abdominal pain for two days. She went to urgent care center at MCH. She also had a nausea. She was given Zofran.

PLAN: We looked at CBC and CMP done at Medical Center Hospital. WBC count is not high. The patient has a history of diverticulosis of colon. The patient has mild tenderness in the right lower quadrant of the abdomen. Levaquin 750 mg daily for 10 days and Flagyl 500 mg three times a day with food for 10 days were ordered for diverticulitis of the colon. The patient says she will come for office visit only if she does not improve by next week.
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
