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PROCEDURE NOTE
PATIENT NAME: Christine Reyes

PROCEDURE: 

1. Subacromial bursa injection with fluoroscopy / bursagram
2. AC joint arthrogram.

MEDICAL INDICATIONS: The patient has consistent pain in the shoulder area and she has positive MRI findings described as multiloculated fluid in the subacromial bursa designating bursitis and AC joint shows mild to moderate fibroosseous capsular hypertrophy. However, there is no rotator cuff injury or any other issues. Glenoid labrum is normal and rotator cuff tendons are normal.
PROCEDURE NOTE: Injection to the subacromial bursa was carried out under the fluoroscopic guidance and after focusing and pointing out with radiopaque object, the area was marked, cleaned with alcohol and Betadine for achieving asepsis and drapes were applied and injection was done under fluoroscopy guidance. First, a dye was injected to the bursa after reaching to the location and it was confirmed and bursagram was obtained and after that 10 mL of dexamethasone with lidocaine was injected successfully. Entire needle was withdrawn. After that AC joint was focussed. The area of AC joint was observed in the fluoroscopy and with opaque marker, the location of the joint was marked. After cleaning the area with alcohol and Betadine and applying the drapes, the injection was carried out with 3 mL syringe consisting of dexamethasone and Marcaine. The entire needle was withdrawn after the injection and the patient reported significant relief. Band-Aids were applied.
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
