The patient presents with history of sore throat, congestion, frontal headache, nausea, flu-like symptoms, and cough for the past two days. History of COVID last year, mild.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of pharynx; otherwise, within normal limits. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had COVID, flu and strep testing which were all negative.
IMPRESSION: Parainfluenza type infection with pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed.
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
