SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Mouth with greenish discoloration of mucosa compatible with oral yeast infection, stomatitis. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Diffuse rash, maculopapular eruption on trunk and extremities.

Strep screen was obtained which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral exanthem, apparent oral thrush.
PLAN: Mother advised to follow up with pediatrician in Livingston tomorrow who she already has an appointment with. Told her strep screen was negative. Given prescription for nystatin. She was not given other medications at this time pending further evaluation.
