Mr. Schaal is a 74-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hyperparathyroidism. He has a history of arthritis, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and atrial fibrillation, Parkinson’s, peripheral arterial disease, colitis, osteoarthritis and anxiety. He is reporting symptoms of fatigue and some hair loss. He has a history of a pacemaker placement and aortic bowel replacement. He had a colonoscopy in January 2022 indicating two polyps. His calcium was 9.3, PTH is 106 and A1c was 56 and vitamin D is 35.

Plan:
1. For his hyperparathyroidism, his labs were reviewed and his PTH is 106, vitamin D is 35 and calcium is 9.3. At this point, my recommendation is to supplement his vitamin D to a level of around 50 and we will do this with ergocalciferol about 50,000 IUs once weekly for four weeks then see if we can reduce PTH by supplementing his vitamin D level. We will repeat labs in four to six weeks so that we get confirmatory testing. What we are looking for again is primary hyperparathyroidism in this case.

2. We will get a PTH, ionized calcium level, vitamin D level and a comprehensive metabolic panel.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on rosuvastatin 5 mg daily.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
