Ms. Wilson was seen regarding a coccygeal wound that they asked me to look it. She is under hospice care due to advanced dementia. She is rigid and has contractures of her upper extremities. The wound of the coccyx is 4 x 4 and is green necrotic tissue. I tried blunt debridement and could not get much. They are turning her every two hours. She did not have any pain when I saw her and there was minimal or no pain when I attempted to remove some of that necrotic tissue. I do not have scalpel with me. So I was not able to do it, but she probably would benefit from chemical debriding agent and felt surgery would do her good. The prognosis is poor to begin with as I mentioned it is very advanced and she is in almost in the fetal position now. She is totally aphasic.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/60, temperature 97.8, and pulse 89. Lungs: Diminished breath sounds due to poor effort Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Skin: Coccygeal wound is about 4 x 4 with greenish tissue and is necrotic and will be staged.

Assessment/plan:
1. Coccygeal wound. I will change from the honey to Santyl topically daily.

2. She has history of seizures and I will continue Keppra 500 mg twice a day.

3. Her dementia is very advanced. She had morphine if needed for pain.

4. Otherwise, I will continue the current plan.
