CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of pain to left ear lobe with questionable part of earring in for the past two weeks according to the patient, mother questioning history.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Induration left ear lobe with anterior necrosis with palpable foreign body. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

An attempt was made to remove the probable foreign body that was present on x-ray with lidocaine anesthesia, minor incision, but was unable to remove the capsulated foreign piece of metal. The patient was advised to go see ENT with topical care and not given antibiotics without evidence of infection.

IMPRESSION: Implanted earring stud, left ear, for one month.
PLAN: Referred to ENT, followup of the patient a few days later and the patient had been seen by PCP and referred to ENT doctor in Kingwood *___163____*.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Foreign body, left ear, attempted removal, with referral to ENT.
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
