The patient presents with history of cough and congestion with green mucus for the past few days, with history of recent upper respiratory infection treated with amoxicillin.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Uneventful.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: No abnormalities noted. Back: No abnormalities noted. Neurological: No abnormalities noted.

The patient had flu and strep tests performed in office, which were negative.

DIAGNOSES: Viral upper respiratory infection without evidence of flu or strep with negative COVID test recently.
