The patient is seen with history of congestion and cough for the past month with green mucus according to mother, given amoxicillin two weeks ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: No abnormalities noted. Back: No abnormalities noted. Neurological: No abnormalities noted.
The patient had multiple testing including flu and strep and they were all negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with viral pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was not treated with antibiotics. Mother was advised to observe the child with followup as needed.
