Dear Disability Determination Service:

Michallca comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She denies a work history. She states that she did graduate from high school. She states that she was diagnosed with idiopathic intracranial hypertension when she was 18 years old. However, she states that her vision did not begin to decline until she was 37 years old. She states that she cannot read, distinguish between small objects, nor avoid hazards in her environment. Currently, she does not use eye drops. She takes oral Diamox and Topamax.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is hand motions only on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with and without correction at distance and at near. The pupils are round but sluggish. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia as measured with a penlight. Applanation pressures are 15 on each side. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows 4+ pallor to each optic nerve head. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on each side. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids show a small cyst on the left lower side.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on both sides. With a V4e stimulus, there is an eccentric field that measures 55 degrees with loss of fixation.

Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.

2. History of idiopathic intracranial hypertension.

Ms. Chappell has clinical findings that are consistent with the absence of vision and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read, distinguish between objects, nor avoid hazards in her environment with the use of visual stimuli. Her prognosis is poor.
