Mr. Creel is a 59-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of generalized fatigue. He has a history of hypertension and a history of childhood asthma requiring multiple hospitalizations and medication treatments. He reports symptoms of fatigue that happen pretty much most of the day. The patient’s wife reports that he snores at night. He states that he has not had a sleep study done. He had a colonoscopy in 2017 showing no polyps. The patient essentially exercises daily in the morning and he states that he has a history of a test that was run on him when he was younger as a child that indicated that he is missing the enzyme that digests sucrose.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of sleep apnea, I have ordered a sleep study. The patient’s wife reports that he snores at night and the patient is also reporting daytime fatigue as a result of this. I would like to order a sleep study and assess for any sleep disorders.

2. The patient has elements of chronic kidney disease. His current creatinine is 1.33 in the setting of an estimated GFR of 62 mL/min. This could be multifactorial. The patient has a history of hypertension. He also has a history of childhood asthma where he was hospitalized multiple times and given multiple medications. The other differential could be that the patient takes multiple supplements and I have asked him to hold the supplements for one month to repeat his comprehensive metabolic panel and see where his kidney function lies.

3. We are pending the results of his free and total testosterone.

4. His vitamin B12 level is 598.

5. His vitamin D level is 54.
