Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Gibbs with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, overactive bladder and history of benign prostatic hypertrophy and he has had a recent TURP done by Dr. Liu this month.  His last visit was 08/15/22.  He is feeling well.  He will be traveling to Texas within the next two weeks and he will stay there until May of next year and he does that every year.  He has been feeling well.  His urine appears to have a stronger stream since he has had his procedure done and there is no cloudiness or blood.  No foaminess.  He feels like he is emptying better and his nocturia is one to two times a night currently without incontinence.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough, or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia or bowel changes.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  His Cialis and Flomax have both been stopped.  He is also off lisinopril since his last visit.

Physical Exam:  Weight 179 pounds.  Blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 130/70.  Pulse is 72.  Neck is supple.  No lymphadenopathy.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen:  No ascites.  No edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on 09/15/2022.  Creatinine stable at 1.5 and estimated GFR is 45.  Electrolytes are normal.  Calcium 9.2, albumin is 4.2, hemoglobin 13.4 with normal platelets and normal white count.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, hypertension currently stable, benign prostatic hypertrophy with improved flows after the TURP.  The patient will have labs every three months while in Texas and he will have a followup visit after he returns from Texas in June 2023.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
